SCOPE

The purpose of this Invitation For Bid (IFB) is to solicit SEALED BIDS from responsive, responsible
contractors that would lead to establishing a one (1) year term contract (with 4 optional 1 year renewals)
to provide Safety Vests subassemblies to the Virginia Industries for the Blind, Charlottesville VA
according to ANSI 107-2004 (or latest version) and per attached description and specifications.

QUALIFICATIONS

QUALIFICATIONS OF (BIDDERS/OFFERORS): The Commonwealth may make such reasonable
investigations as deemed proper and necessary to determine the ability of the (bidder/offeror) to perform
the services/furnish the goods and the (bidder/offeror) shall furnish to the Commonwealth all such
information and data for this purpose as may be requested. The Commonwealth reserves the right to
inspect (bidder's/offeror's) physical facilities prior to award to satisfy questions regarding the
(bidder's/offeror's) capabilities.

TESTING AND INSPECTION: The Commonwealth reserves the right to conduct any test/inspection it
may deem advisable to assure goods and services conform to the specifications.

ASSIGNMENT OF CONTRACT

ASSIGNMENT OF CONTRACT: A contract shall not be assignable by the contractor in whole or in
part without the written consent of the Commonwealth.

CHANGES TO CONTRACT (1 of 2)

CHANGES TO THE CONTRACT (part 1 of 2): Changes can be made to the contract in any of the
following ways: (1.) The parties may agree in writing to modify the scope of the contract. An increase or
decrease in the price of the contract resulting from such modification shall be agreed to by the parties as
a part of their written agreement to modify the scope of the contract. (2.) The Purchasing Agency may
order changes within the general scope of the contract at any time by written notice to the contractor.

CHANGES TO CONTRACT (2 of 2)

CHANGES TO THE CONTRACT (part 2 of 2): (2c.) By ordering the contractor to proceed with the
work and keep a record of all costs incurred and savings realized. A markup for overhead and profit may
be allowed if provided by the contract. The same markup shall be used for determining a decrease in
price as the result of savings realized. The contractor shall present the Purchasing Agency with all
vouchers and records of expenses incurred and savings realized. The Purchasing Agency shall have the
right to audit the records of the contractor as it deems necessary to determine costs or savings. Any
claim for an adjustment in price under this provision must be asserted by written notice to the
Purchasing Agency within thirty (30) days from the date of receipt of the written order from the
Purchasing Agency. If the parties fail to agree on an amount of adjustment, the question of an increase
or decrease in the contract price or time for performance shall be resolved in accordance with the
procedures for resolving disputes provided by the Disputes Clause of this contract or, if there is none, in
accordance with the disputes provisions of the Commonwealth of Virginia Vendors Manual. Neither the
existence of a claim nor a dispute resolution process, litigation or any other provision of this contract
shall excuse the contractor from promptly complying with the changes ordered by the Purchasing
Agency or with the performance of the contract generally.

DEFAULT

DEFAULT: In case of failure to deliver goods or services in accordance with the contract terms and
conditions, the Commonwealth, after due oral or written notice, may procure them from other sources
and hold the contractor responsible for any resulting additional purchase and administrative costs. This
remedy shall be in addition to any other remedies which the Commonwealth may have.

TAXES

TAXES: Sales to the Commonwealth of Virginia are normally exempt from State sales tax. State sales
and use tax certificates of exemption, Form ST-12, will be issued upon request.

USE OF BRAND NAMES

USE OF BRAND NAMES: Unless otherwise provided in this solicitation, the name of a certain brand,
make or manufacturer does not restrict (bidders/offerors) to the specific brand, make or manufacturer
named, but conveys the general style, type, character, and quality of the article desired. Any article
which the public body, in its sole discretion, determines to be the equivalent of that specified,
considering quality, workmanship, economy of operation, and suitability for the purpose intended, shall
be accepted.

DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE

DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE: During the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees to (i)
provide a drug-free workplace for the contractor's employees; (ii) post in conspicuous places, available
to employees and applicants for employment, a statement notifying employees that the unlawful
manufacture, sale, distribution, dispensation, possession, or use of a controlled substance or marijuana is
